The school nurse has 3 key responsibilities:

1. To assess, protect and promote the health and wellbeing of school age children and young people.

2. To offer advice, care and treatment to individuals and groups of children & young people and the adults who care for them (Every Child Matters, DH, 2006)

3. To empower young people to take responsibility for their health care choices

· The school nurse will complete a health assessment on all pupils entering High school in year 7 who have health issues. 
· All pupils with medical needs who need extra support will have an individual Health Care Plan produced in liaison with parents and appropriate members of school staff.
· The National Immunisation Programme in high school. 
The HPV programme for Yr. 8 / Yr. 9 girls and the DTP & Men ACWY vaccination programme for all year 10 pupils will be delivered by the vaccination team (part of the S/N team) 
· The school nurse delivers / offers a Health Education Programme to all high schools covering topics such as Smoking Cessation, Alcohol Awareness and Sex and Relationships Education.
 The school nurse holds a ‘Drop In’ in Carr Hill High School every

Monday and Thursday over the lunch time.

This confidential ‘Drop In’ service is open to all pupils, no appointments are necessary; all pupils can call to see the school nurse to discuss in confidence any concerns / issues / worries that they may have about any aspect of their health:  physical, mental, emotional and / or sexual health.
