The Humanities Faculty currently consists of a hardworking and committed team who possess a wide range of skills and abilities which make us a dynamic and proficient group who provide an excellent standard of teaching and learning to our pupils. 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The aims of the Faculty are:

As a Faculty we have adopted an interactive and innovative approach to teaching. We meet regularly to share ideas regarding teaching and learning. We use the electronic “Show my Homework” software to set and monitor homework across the departments.
At KS3 pupils are taught and assessed using GCSE grades 1-9. There is a strong focus on developing GCSE skills through the KS3 curriculum. Pupils are taught to understand the Assessment Focuses; as a Faculty we share success criteria with pupils to enable pupils to feel empowered and understand how they may progress between the levels. 
At KS4 we promote the importance of the English Baccalaureate and all set 1 and 2 pupils are encouraged to take a humanities subject and a MFL subject. The Humanities Faculty subjects are becoming an increasingly popular option with on average 4 GCSE classes per subject. 
We currently have 5 classrooms, each equipped with projector and most with interactive white boards.
